After many years of photographing promotional shoots and stage
portraits for bands, she decided to shift her focus to people, portray-
ing them in elaborate scenes.

Karen’s signature style of photography started in 2011 as a means of
coping with the sudden death of her father and has evolved into
several different projects since then.
